Mediation, as used in law, is a form of alternative dispute 
resolution resolving disputes between two or more parties with 
concrete effects. Typically, a third party, the mediator, assists the 
parties to negotiate a settlement. Disputants may mediate 
disputes in a variety of domains, such as commercial, legal, 
diplomatic, workplace, community, and family matters.

What is mediation? Cont’d

Mediation is a dynamic, structured, interactive process 

where an impartial third party assists disputing parties in 

resolving conflict through the use of specialized 

communication and negotiation techniques. All participants 

in mediation are encouraged to actively participate in the 

process. Mediation is a "party -centered" process in that it is 

focused primarily upon the needs, rights, and interests of 

the parties.

What is mediation? Cont’d

The mediator uses a wide variety of techniques to guide the 

process in a constructive direction and to help the parties 

find their optimal solution. A mediator is facilitative in that 

she/he manages the interaction between parties and 

facilitates open communication. Mediation is also evaluative 

in that the mediator analyzes issues and relevant norms 

("reality -testing"), while refraining from providing

Informal Resolution and the                                          
Proposed New Title IX Regulations

Facilitators of informal resolution process. 

In addition to the training requirements in paragraph (d)(1) of 

this section, all facilitators of an informal resolution process 

under § 106.44(k) must be trained on the rules and practices 

associated with the recipientɅs informal resolution process and 

on how to serve impartially , including by avoiding conflicts of 

interest and bias.

Proposed §106.8 (d)(3)

(k) Discretion to offer informal resolution in some circumstances. 

(1) At any time prior to determining whether sex discrimination occurred under § 106.45, and 
if applicable § 106.46, a recipient may offer to a complainant and respondent an informal 
resolution process, unless there are allegations that an employee engaged in sex 
discrimination toward a student or such a process would conflict with Federal, State or local 
law. A recipient that provides the parties an informal resolution process must, to the extent 
necessary, also require its Title IX Coordinator to take other appropriate prompt and effective 
steps to ensure that sex discrimination does not continue or recur within the recipientɅs 
education program or activity.

(i) A recipient has discretion to determine whether it is appropriate to offer an informal 
resolution process 
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(5) Potential terms that may be included in an informal resolution 

agreement include but are not limited to:

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ÅJoint Discussion
ÅAfter each side presents its opening remarks, the mediator and the parties are free 
to ask questions with the goal of arriving at a better understanding of each partyɅs 
needs and concerns.

ÅCaucuses
ÅIf emotions run high during a joint session, the mediator might split the sides into 

separate rooms for private meetings.

ÅFacilitated Negotiation
ÅAt this point, itɅs time to begin formulating ideas and proposals that meet each 
partyɅs core interests.

ÅClosing and Follow Up
ÅIf the parties reach consensus, the mediator will outline the terms and may write up 

a draft agreement.
